Installation

•	 As much as possible, install in a location where 

communication is not blocked by intervening 

objects. The signal may be degraded when passing 

through walls or floors.

About cables

Use a USB cable that is shorter than 3 meters.

Power Supply

WARNING

Using the power plug and cord correctly

Improper use may result in a fire or electric shock. 

•	 Check that the power supply used for the machine is 

safe and has a stable voltage.

•	 Use only a power supply that meets the specified 

voltage requirements.

•	 Connect the machine to a securely grounded power 

outlet using the power cord provided.

Handling
